In 2022, our programs drastically impacted more lives, and continued our record-breaking campaigns. 
Through it all, the game continues to spark joy. 



GROWTH AT A GLANCE

Youth – PGA Jr. League is committed to enriching lives through 
experiences that transcend the game of golf. In 2022, 3,100 girls 
and boys learned the game through need-based and military 
scholarships. We plan to grow our scholarships to reach 4,500 
kids in 2023. The PGA Jr. League Opportunity Fund exists to 
provide children everywhere with scholarships and access to 
learn, play and love the game of golf.”

Diverse Communities & Inclusion – PGA WORKS is designed 
to holistically open doors through golf. Through five unique 
programs, PGA WORKS served 600 young people from 
underrepresented and underserved communities in 2022, 
expanding to 700 young men and women in 2023. Over 140 
student-athletes passed their Playing Ability Test during the PGA 
WORKS Collegiate Championship (PWCC). Additionally, the 
PWCC was broadcast live on Golf Channel in 2023.

Access - PGA Places to Play is responsible for infusing $750,000 
into a matching grants campaign that will net $2M, designed 
to improve course conditions at the City of Tulsa golf courses. 
City Swing’s Golf Truck visited several Boys & Girls Clubs in 
Washington D.C. Metro Area to create fun golf experiences. Over 
180 children were engaged, 92% had their first golf experience, 
90% were kids of color, 89% had fun playing and learning golf and 
74% of respondents would recommend golf to a friend. 

Military Veterans – PGA HOPE (Helping Our Patriots Everywhere) 
is creating a path forward for thousands of Veterans across the 
U.S through the game of golf. In 2022, 7,500 Veterans came to the 
game of golf through PGA HOPE, and we plan to serve more than 
11,000 in 2023, on our way to a goal of 100,000 total Veterans 
served by 2026. There have been over 2,400 PGA of America Golf 
Professionals trained to lead PGA HOPE in 2022 alone.

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Jim Tobin, PGA, loves golf. After all, as a PGA Professional 
and a past president of the New England Section of the PGA, 
he’s spent his career introducing others to the game.

From his PGA HOPE and PGA Jr. League programs at 
Patriot Golf Course at Hanscom Air Force Base in Bedford, 
Massachusetts, to the First Tee program he runs at William 
J. Devine Golf Course at Franklin Park in Boston, Tobin has 
played an instrumental role in growing the game, one player 
at a time.

For years, Tobin has served as a co-leader of the only First 
Tee program within the city of Boston. The program is offered 
free of charge to participants at the city-owned William J. 
Devine Golf Course at Franklin Park. During the summer, 
more than 120 kids a week take part, more than half of  
them minorities.

“About 2013, the city and the Massachusetts Golf Association 
got together and collaborated on a First Tee program,” Tobin 
says. “They’d never had one [in the city of Boston]. It really 
has blossomed into quite the program for inner-city kids  
in Boston.”

GROWING THE GAME ONE PLAYER AT A TIME
How Jim Tobin, PGA, invited inner-city kids into Boston’s first PGA Jr. League program

Already running a league at Patriot Golf Course, Tobin 
saw PGA Jr. League as the perfect next step for his 
First Tee players in Boston — but there were more than a  
few obstacles.

“I’ve been trying to get PGA Jr. League in Boston for a couple 
of years, but money was a problem,” Tobin says. “I wanted to 
get these kids onto the golf course so that they wouldn’t lose 
interest in the game, but we had to figure out the funding.”

Last fall, all the details began to come together for Tobin to 
make his dream a reality. First Tee granted Tobin a little seed 
money to get the PGA Jr. League program off the ground, 
covering the green fees. Then, Tobin worked with Player 
Engagement Consultant Brian Bain, PGA and PGA REACH 
to get scholarships for his players, making it possible for 
them to participate without a financial burden and provided 
jerseys and hats.

“Now I had all of the pieces of the puzzle together,” Tobin 
says. “I could get 24 kids out on the course at 3:30 every 
Sunday afternoon.”

One kid was rubbing his hands on the green and asked, ‘You guys really play 
on this stuff?’” Tobin recalls with a laugh. “Many of my players live within 
blocks of the golf course and walk by it all the time, but they’ve never come 
and played here. I asked why and they said, ‘No one ever invited us.’

For many of Tobin’s players, that first Sunday PGA Jr. League 
practice marked their first time on the golf course.

Tobin’s fall league runs for seven weeks on Sunday 
afternoons. Practices and games are scheduled back-to-
back with tee times starting around 4:10 p.m. Tobin adapted 
the format to work for his players.

“A foursome didn’t quite work because they’d never been on 
a golf course before, so we changed the format a little to 
fit our players’ needs,” Tobin said. “The kids really started 
understanding the object of the game and the partner 
concept. We’re moving them step-by-step into match play 
and foursomes.”

At the end of our fall season last year, the parents surprised us with a big buffet table for the 
kids, just thanking everyone for getting the program going,” he says. “This is something the city 

really needed and wanted. PGA Jr. League has introduced these kids and their families to what 
golf is and what it can be for the kids. To see the kids in their uniforms, the looks on their  

faces — they are just so proud.

Tobin was incredibly purposeful in creating his matches. 
In addition to sending an adult — assistant coaches and 
engaged parents — with each group, he also tried to place 
more advanced players with beginners.

“It was incredible to see how that player would take on a 
leadership position,” Tobin says. “They talk about which 
ball to hit, which club to pick, and we just let them do it. We 
might talk more about why they might have made another 
choice later, but we’re teaching them life skills, and it’s  
just wonderful.”

Tobin is already planning for the fall 2023 PGA Jr. League 
season with co-leader Marcia Malone, PGA, and hopes to 
add a spring season in the future. More than anything, Tobin 
wants the greater Boston community to see the impact PGA 
Jr. League is already making in the inner city.

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Colton Hensley is comfortable going anywhere the 
conversation leads during this nearly 50-minute interview.  
“I feel like I have a valuable story to tell people,” he said.

Hensley’s story is one with many emotional layers. It begins 
with military service and evolves into deployment, tragedy, 
difficulty adapting to civilian life, drug addiction, jail time and 
an incredible rebirth thanks to family, sheer determination 
and a desire to get fellow veterans involved in golf.

The 34-year-old Asheville, North Carolina native is an open 
book. He no longer feels any shame from his past. He will 
answer any question with pure honesty, and with the help of 
his longtime girlfriend, Katrina, he will even fill in gaps and 
elaborate when certain questions become difficult to ask.

Hensley served as a Cavalry Scout in the Army for the 
101st Airborne Division from 2009-13. While deployed 
in Afghanistan, he lost two of his closest friends from 
IED attacks – Sgt. Justin Officer on Sept. 29, 2010 and  
Cpl. Loren Miles Buffalo on March 9, 2011.

The survivor’s guilt was too much to handle. Hensley could 
not stop thinking about carrying the coffins for both Officer 
and Buffalo. He remembers every painful detail of having 
to load them onto an airplane to be flown back home to  
the U.S.

He was honorably discharged from the Army in 2013  
and returned home to Asheville. He had ACL and MCL 

replacement surgery on his left knee, and that was 
his entry into drug addiction.

Hensley did anything he could to 
get his hands on painkillers. 

He knew how to get as 
much as he could legally, 
while also buying drugs 
off the street from 
money he collected by 
selling stolen items.

THERE’S NO SHAME

“I started hanging with the wrong people and before you 
know it, I was literally crawling through people’s windows 
to steal things to support my habit,” he said. He once was 
accused of stealing $12,000 worth of items from a house 
that included a laptop, camera, camcorder, luggage, and 
snowboarding gear.

Hensley was in and out of a jail, but in 2014 he relapsed, 
violated the terms of his probation, and was sent to federal 
prison for two years after being charged with felony 
breaking and entering, felony larceny and felony obtaining 
property by false pretenses.

Life behind bars was just as awful as it was on the streets. 
The worst of his stay came after Hensley got into a fight and 
was sent to solitary confinement for a 45-day stint.

“I can’t say I was ever suicidal, but that was probably my 
lowest point ever,” he said. “You have nothing to your name, 
no contact with the outside world and nothing but crazy 
thoughts going through your head the entire time.”

Although Hensley has no shame and guilt now regarding his 
past, he experienced plenty of it during his darkest days.

Hensley finally got out of prison in early 2016 and, 
although he had lost everything, burned bridges and ruined 
relationships with his family, he vowed to do better. But 
several months later, he had another relapse. After getting 
pulled over, the officer noticed Hensley had prescription 
drugs in his possession. Back to jail he went – only this 
time, it truly was the best thing that ever happened to him.

Kevin Rumley is the program director for the local Veterans 
Treatment Court (VTC), which uses a team approach to 
help support veterans facing non-violent felony charges. 
Rumley worked with Brooks Kamszik, a court-appointed 
attorney, and together they got Hensley out of jail and into 
an inpatient rehabilitation center at the VA Medical Center.

After a month there, Hensley entered the two-year 
rehabilitation program that, he says, was “probation 
amplified to 100.” He had to wear an ankle monitor for 24 
straight months, with regular drug testing.

During that program, Hensley heard about PGA HOPE. 
Hensley had played golf in high school and was a good 
player, so when an opportunity came to play golf, get outside 
and have it be a part of his rehabilitation process, he was 
all-in.

Hensley didn’t have clubs – he had sold them years earlier 
for drugs. But that soon got sorted out, thanks to Brian 
Oliver, a PGA Life Member who is Asheville’s lead PGA HOPE 
instructor and a national instructor for the program.

“When you’re around veterans, their eyes tell the story and 
you could see in his eyes that he was in a dark spot,” Oliver 
recalls of his first meeting with Hensley nearly five years ago.  
“He needed some help.”

Oliver remembers Hensley saying he hadn’t played much 
golf in the past, but Oliver could tell that wasn’t true. 
Hensley’s contact was pure. Hensley told Oliver that he had 
to attend because of his current predicament, but that he 
was committed to continuing with the lessons.

“When the six-week program was over, he said, ‘I want to 
do something in the golf business,’” Oliver said. “He was 
wearing a nice golf shirt, nice shorts and shoes, and he was 
hitting shots and focused on why the ball was going where it 
was going. He was a completely different person. I knew we 
had tapped into something.”

But even Oliver couldn’t have predicted it would end up as 
well as it has.

Now a 4 handicap, Hensley has 
continued to be a part of the program, 
assists Oliver in recruiting other  
veterans – and then helps them once 
they are there. It’s one of the many 
reasons why Oliver nominated Hensley 
to represent the Carolinas PGA 
Section as one of 20 Ambassadors 
to participate in PGA HOPE National 
Golf and Wellness Week last month 
in Washington, D.C., hosted by 
Congressional Country Club.

“He’s taking more ownership, more 
leadership in the group,” Oliver said. 
“He and I became really close friends. 
It was the bond of golf that did it. He 
found golf in the right phase of his life. 
It’s been an amazing journey for him.”

Now, Hensley is a certified golf nut. He’s a supply technician 
at the VA Medical Center, and that line of work gives him direct 
access to speak to veterans about the PGA HOPE program. 
He chips and putts almost every day during his hourlong 
lunch break. He’s teaching his 3-year-old son Noah the game. 
He caddies a couple times a week at either Biltmore Forest 
Country Club or the Country Club of Asheville, and he plays 
about four rounds of golf a week but admits, sheepishly,  
“it’s probably even more than that.”

Hensley plans to take the 36-hole Player Ability Test at some 
point soon, with hopes of working full-time for the PGA HOPE 
program. He says he’d be crazy to leave the golf circle that 
has been so kind and helped get his life back on the proper 
path. He wants to stay in the game, he wants to continue to 
share his story – and he wants to give back.

All is not perfect, however. Hensley knows that it never 
will be. There are still things that need to be rectified. He 
just recently received a paper from the Buncombe County 
Courthouse saying that all five of his felony charges had been 
expunged, a reward for staying clean well after finishing the 
VTC program. But that doesn’t erase all the damage.

“Some relationships have been mended and some, I don’t 
know if they ever will,” Hensley says. “But that won’t keep me 
from trying. I got a lot more to lose now and a lot more to live 
for. I keep that in the forefront of my mind and keep trying  
to drive forward.”

PGA WORKS Fellow Ximena Davila believes history happens 
every day – if you let it.

GOLF EVER PRESENT
Born and raised in San Antonio, Texas, Ximena always 
gravitated towards the arts – from choir and theater to 
painting – but that was not the norm in her family, as 
Ximena’s father owned a driving range in the San Antonio 
area and her upbringing was quite literally on a golf course.

“I tell people that there hasn’t been a day in my life that golf 
has not been a topic of discussion,” says Ximena.

The middle of three children, Ximena was the outlier as she 
never picked up a golf club, or played any sport for that matter 
– she believed she was on a path to make a different kind 
of history. Graduating with a degree in psychology, Ximena 
saw herself making a difference in the lives of children and 
families and initially set out to become a counselor.

“When we all moved back home during the coronavirus 
pandemic, I realized that while being a counselor and helping 
others was my passion, it wasn’t necessarily where my work 
vocation was leading me to,” she says.

Ximena described this feeling as something that was calling 
her in a different direction.

“I thought to myself, ‘I think I’m meant for something else,’” 
she adds.

That feeling would eventually lead her back to where it all 
began – her father’s driving range, Dead Solid Perfect Golf, 
in San Antonio. Ximena initially helped with social media 
and special events and, over time, she started to gain more 
exposure to the game.

“After the pandemic, I seemed to always keep coming back 
to golf and it kept coming back to me,” explains Ximena.  
“It was strange to see my interest grow so fast in an industry 
that I thought I would never end up pursuing.”

A NEW DOOR OPENS
She kept going and soon ran across the PGA WORKS 
Fellowship in the Southern Texas PGA Section just outside 
of Houston. The program is designed to provide the  
opportunity for recent college graduates to experience a 
one-year, paid immersion in a PGA Section’s operations.  
This entry-level employment offers a taste of what a career 
in the golf industry can provide.

This truly is the best thing that could have 
happened to me,” Ximena says. “The PGA 
WORKS Fellowship has opened my eyes to 
what I’m good at, and I can now see a clearer 
path to finding success in the golf industry.

In a rather serendipitous way, Ximena would be making  
her own history twice as the first PGA WORKS Fellow 
in the Southern Texas PGA Section and one of only 
three Latinos to ever serve as a PGA WORKS Fellow. 
Now almost nine months into her year-long Fellowship,  
she couldn’t imagine herself in a better place.

Ximena recalls connecting with Southern Ohio PGA WORKS 
Fellow Cristina Hidalgo at the 2023 PGA Show, and how 
they feel they are making a difference in the lives of families 
and junior golfers with Latino and Mexican heritage.

“It’s incredible to think how young people who look like us 
are now inspired by what they can become,” notes Ximena. 
“They are the next-generation of industry leaders.”

Working for a PGA Section, Ximena feels she is on the 
frontlines of connecting with individuals and being the  
first exposure they have to the game. She says being a voice 
for the Latino community makes her even more proud to  
be working in the golf industry.

“Even if it’s something as simple as being able to speak 
Spanish to someone and giving them that familiarity and 
comfortability – those touchpoints mean the world to 
people and keep them coming back to the game,” she adds.

As for what’s next in Ximena’s career, she recognizes that 
golf has served as a springboard to something greater. 
She says seeing herself in this roll has increased her own 
confidence in what comes next.

“Because of my experience with the PGA WORKS Fellowship, 
I know I’m worthy of being here. It helps me prepare for 
what’s next,” says Ximena.

Just as time is no obstacle, history is no barrier for what 
Ximena will accomplish in her career.

“Whenever I see myself in five or ten years, it could be easy 
for me to say I want a certain job or title,” she says. “But if 
the past five years have taught me anything, it’s shown me 
that I can find happiness, fulfillment, purpose – those great 
things we all are looking for – in anything that I do. I’m just 
excited to see what that becomes.”
